After 5 2 miles, and just
beyond Lafayette Road (on the left) and Seapowet
Avenue (on the right), Pardon Gray Preserve is on the left.
Continue for two miles further south, turn left at Tiverton
Four Corners onto East Road (Rte 179). Proceed a quarter

mile to the south entrance, Weetamoo Woods, on the left.

* DO NOT leave trails or use unmarked trails.

e DO NOT remove or disturb vegetation,
structures or any object intrinsic to the site,
(e.g. stones, artifacts)

¢ NO littering, camping, smoking, hunting,
trapping, paintballing, metal detectors or fires.
* NO motorized vehicles, such

as ATVs and motorized trail/
dirtbikes.
